Rules Corner

Penalty Area Rules:
 Your ball is in the Penalty Area if any part of the ball
touches, is on, or is inside the margin of the area. No free
relief from immovable obstructions such as sprinkler boxes,
bridges or concrete pavement (Rule 16.1a(2)) is allowed for
obstructions inside the penalty area if your ball is in the
penalty area. You may choose to play it as it lies or take the
penalty options available under Rule 17.2a (1). For a CWGC
example, consider the pond around the 8th green. The
concrete footing around the pond is in the Penalty Area. If
your ball comes to rest on the green side of the pond and is
touching the concrete footing then it is in the Penalty Area.
No Free Relief is allowed. If you're lucky enough that your
ball is outside the penalty area then the concrete curbing is
an immovable obstruction and Free Relief is allowed if the
curbing interferes with your stance or swing. Loose
impediments such as unattached natural objects (e.g.
leaves, twigs) and Movable Obstructions such as red or
yellow stakes defining the penalty area can be moved
whether your ball is inside or outside the penalty area. If
your ball moves when moving the loose impediment this
results in a one- stroke penalty and the ball must be
replaced. If your ball moves when moving a Movable
Obstruction there isn't a penalty. Simply move the ball back
to its original position.
